Litter Box Problems
Litter box problems are common and most can be avoided or solved.  By identifying the reason why your cat is not using the litter box and identifying how to alleviate that reason, and with patience and persistence, most litter box problems can be solved within a short period of time.   

The Most Common Reasons Why Your Cat Stopped Using The Litter Box:

· It is not being cleaned regularly

· The litter type/brand was changed and he/she doesn’t like the new odor or texture of the new brand
· The location of the litter box was changed
· He/She has experienced painful urination or defecation in the box due to a medical problem
· He/She has been startled by a noise while using the box
· He/She has been “ambushed” while in the box by another cat, a child, a dog, or by you
· He/She associates the box with punishment (for example, someone punished her for eliminating outside of the box and then placed her in the box)
· Behavioral reasons: Have you changed your routine?  Are you under stress or feeling sad?  Cats can pick up on emotions and may react to them
· Environmental reasons (for example, the addition of a new cat or a move to a new home)
